hostile to God:; it does not submit to God’s law, nor can it do so. 8 Those who
are in the realm of the flesh cannot please God.
°You, however, are not in the realm of the flesh but are in the realm of the
Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God lives in you. And if anyone does not have the
Spirit of Christ, they do not belong to Christ.

And by him we cry, “4bba, Father.” ® The Spirit himself testifies with our
spirit that we are God’s children. ¥ Now if we are children, then we are heirs—
heirs of God and co-heirs with Christ, if indeed we share in his sufferings in
order that we may also share in his glory.
